Late Iron Age Pottery from Nadin: Settlement vs Mortuary Context

The archaeological contexts of the Early Iron Age communities in the area of
northern Dalmatia are characterized by the extremely dominant role of ceramic
material used in everyday life, as opposed to its minor role in the funerary sphere.
Such a picture changes drastically during the Late Iron Age with the appearance and
use of significant quantities of ceramic vessels as a component of the now clearly
structured funerary ritual. What is also noticeable is that the mentioned vessels,
with few exceptions, mostly belong to the Greek-Hellenistic symposium repertoire,
that is, vessels for preparing and consuming drinks, i.e. skyphoi, kantharoi, kraters
and the like. At the same time, the intensity of use of the mentioned forms in
everyday life remains quite unclear. For this reason, the results of a multi-year
systematic research of the settlement and the accompanying necropolis at the site
of Gradina in Nadin will be used, which enabled confrontations and insights into the
favored forms and groups of ceramic dishes in the settlement and burial context,
especially in the period of the last two centuries BCE.

Keramika kasnog zeljeznog doba iz Nadina: naseobinski i pogrebni

kontekst
Arheoloske kontekste zajednica starijeg Zeljeznog doba na podrucju sjeverne
Dalmacije odlikuje izrazito dominantna uloga keramicke grade koriStene u
svakodnevnom Zivotu, nasuprot njezinoj minornoj ulozi u pogrebnoj sferi. Takva
slika drasti¢no se mijenja tijekom kasnog Zeljeznog doba s pojavom i uporabom
znacajnih koli¢ina kerami¢kog posuda kao sastavnice sada jasno strukturiranog
pogrebnog rituala. Ono $to se takoder zamjecuje jest da spomenuto posude uz
malobrojne iznimke uglavnom pripada gréko-helenistickom simpozijastickom
repertoaru, dakle posudama za pripremu i konzumiranje pi¢a, odnosno skifima,
kantarosima, kraterima i slicnom. Istovremeno, intenzitet koriStenja navedenih
formi u svakodnevnom Zivotu ostaje dosta nejasan. Upravo ¢e se stoga za ovu
priliku iskoristiti rezultati viSegodiSnjeg sustavnog istraZivanja naselja i pratece
nekropole na lokalitetu Gradina u Nadinu, koja su omogucdila konfrontacije i spoznaje
o favoriziranim oblicima i grupama keramic¢kog posuda u naseobinskom i grobnom
kontekstu, posebice u razdoblju posljednja dva stoljec¢a prije nove ere.

Adriatic Pharos: a preliminary glimpse into the 4"-3" c¢. BCE ceramic

assemblages from an extra urban context
Recent dynamic excavation activities in Stari Grad on the island of Hvar have
cast new light on the ancient Greek city of Pharos, the oldest urban settlement in
Dalmatia, and a UNSECO protected cultural heritage site. The majority of previous
studies on the production and appropriation of ceramics during the 4th and 3rd ¢
BCE in the Greek cities established in Dalmatia have been based on the mortuary
evidence from Issa (Vis Island), while poor knowledge of contemporary settlement
evidence was more than an evident gap in the regional scholarship. Therefore,
the latest investigated Pharian settlement layers are of particular importance,
as they can be associated with the functioning and the destruction of this city,
and are currently the only such evidence from Greek cities in Dalmatia. On this
occasion, we aim to present preliminary insights into Pharian ceramic assemblages
(tableware, amphorae, cooking ware) from a context associated with structures
located outside of the perimeter of the city's western fortification, embedding
it into different aspects of the city's cultural development, its connectivity and
relations with the wider Greek and Hellenistic world.

Jadranski Far: preliminarni uvid u keramicke nalaze jednog

izvangradskog konteksta iz 4.-3. st. pr. ne.
Recentna dinami¢na terenska istrazivanja u Starome Gradu na otoku Hvaru bacila su
novo svjetlo na starogréki grad Far, najstarije urbano naselje u Dalmaciji i UNSECO
zasticeni lokalitet. Vecina dosadasnjih istrazivanja o proizvodnji i prisvajanju
keramike tijekom 4. i 3. st. pr. n. e. u grékim gradovima osnovanima u Dalmaciji
temeljila su se na grobnim nalazima iz Ise (otok Vis), dok je poznavanje suvremenih
naseobinskih praksi najvec¢a praznina u regionalnim studijama. Dajucéi uvid u
dijakroniju razvoja grada recentno istrazeni farski naseobinski slojevi od posebne
su vaznosti te su za sada jedini takvi podaci iz grékih gradova u Dalmaciji. Ovom ¢ée
se prilikom predstaviti preliminarni uvidi u keramicke nalaze iz Fara (stolno posude,
amfore, kuhinjsko posude) iz konteksta povezanoga s naseobinskim strukturama
pronadenima izvan perimetra zapadnoga gradskog bedema. Njihovom analizom
spomenuti ¢e se nalazi integrirati unutar razli¢itih aspekata kulturnog razvoja
grada, njegove povezanosti i odnosa sa Sirim grékim i helenistickim svijetom.

When Insular Faces Global: Preliminary Insight into Trade Dynamics

and Consumption Patterns of Protohistoric Island Settlement on Gradac

Hillfort (Smokvica, Island of Pag)
The Gradac hillfort is located about 1 km SE of Smokvica, on the southern part of
the island of Pag. It is situated on a prominent hill that directly rises above the steep
sea coast, while on the land side it is protected by vertical cliffs and a massive
rampart. Although it is known an important hillfort site with rich archaeological
potential, as evidenced by abundant surface record, archaeological excavations
have never been conducted. Outstanding geographical position on the crossroads
of vital maritime communications and exchange routes, one along the island of
Pag and the other towards to the Ljubacka vrata and the Velebit Channel, probably
played a crucial role in the intensive late prehistoric occupation. In this occasion,
surface material collected by local residents and during a recent archaeological
surface survey was analyzed and presented. The rich assemblage of artifacts, from
the 4th to the 2nd century BCE, is dominated by imported pottery — amphorae
(Korint B, Greco-ltalic) and Hellenistic tableware (black-glazed ware, Gnathia
ware). New data allow us to take a glimpse into the indigenous (insular) context
of appropriation and consumption of foreign goods, objects and practices which
emerged from other parts of the Mediterranean world in a period of dynamic global
maritime connectivity. On the other hand, the site Gradac, as a central protohistoric
settlement, opens a new light on the protohistoric period on the Zadar islands,
which, due to the poor state of research and lack of written sources, is still very
modestly known.

Otocno suoceno s globalnim: Preliminarni uvid u dinamiku trgovine

i modele potrosnje protopovijesnog oto¢nog naselja na gradini Gradac

(Smokvica, otok Pag)
Gradina Gradac nalazi se oko 1 km jugoisto¢no od Smokvice, na juZznom dijelu
otoka Paga. Smjestena je na istaknutom breZuljku koji se uzdiZe neposredno nad
strmom morskom obalom, dok je s kopnene strane zasti¢ena okomitim liticama
i masivnim bedemom. lako je poznata kao vazna gradina s bogatim arheoloskim
potencijalom, o ¢emu svjedocCe bogati povrsinski podaci, arheoloska istrazivanja
nikada nisu provedena. lzvanredan zemljopisni polozaj na raskrizju vitalnih
pomorskih komunikacija i razmjenskih putova, jedan uz otok Pag, a drugi prema
Ljubackim vratima i Velebitskom kanalu, vjerojatno je odigrao presudnu ulogu
u intenzivnom kasnoprapovijesnom naseljavanju. Ovom prilikom analiziran je i
prezentiran povrsSinski materijal prikupljen od strane lokalnog stanovnistva i tijekom
nedavnog arheolo$kog terenskog pregleda. U bogatoj zbirci artefakata, od 4. do 2.
st. pr. Kr., dominira uvozna keramika — amfore (Korint B, gr¢ko-italska) i helenisticko
posude (crnoglazirano posude, Gnathia posude). Novi nam podaci pruzaju uvid
u autohtoni (otocni) kontekst prisvajanja i potroSnje stranih dobara, predmeta
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i praksi koji su proizasli iz drugih dijelova mediteranskog svijeta u razdoblju
dinami¢ne globalne pomorske povezanosti. S druge strane, lokalitet Gradac, kao
sredi$nje protopovijesno naselje, otvara novo svjetlo na protopovijesno razdoblje
na zadarskim otocima, koje je zbog slabe istrazenosti i nedostatka pisanih izvora
jo$ uvijek vrlo skromno poznato.

Drinking Only Italic Wine in Late Hellenistic Risan (Montenegro)
Rhizon was probably a small Greek foundation, an emporion, which was incorporated
later into the lllyrian kingdom and developed finally, after the Roman conquest, into
the larger Roman town of Risinium.
Although preliminary, we can make some considerations about the amphorae and
their relationship with the other Hellenistic pottery from Risan and surroundings.
The amphorae of the period 200-50 BCE are statistically very well represented.
Older amphorae, as well as those more recent are rare.
In the Hellenistic West, the transportation and distribution of Italic amphorae was
closely related to black-gloss wares and other pottery, such as cooking wares.
On the contrary, the exportation of amphorae in the Italian Adriatic area was not
complemented by a massive production of pottery for the consumption of wine.
Probably, as their distribution was focused on the Eastern markets, which had
been well supplied for centuries with these utensils, there was no need for this
complement so well attested in the West.
The most of the amphorae were made in very well-known production areas and
their dates are very reliable. Their forms are very common and well represented
throughout the entire Mediterranean: they came mainly from the Italian Adriatic
coast. Therefore, their date does not offer any problem: they can be easily dated
between 200 and 50 BCE. There are few fragments earlier than the mid 2" century
BC or later than the mid 15t century BCE. This period saw the most intense maritime
traffic of the ancient periods, as the number of shipwrecks known indicates. The
numerous underwater finds along the Adriatic, complemented by the data from
coastal sites, such as Risan, located in a privileged geographic and port situation,
show the intensity of these commercial relations.
The study of the amphorae from Risan places them in the commercial and also
historic and military framework of the Adriatic in the Hellenistic period.

Konzumacija iskljucivo italskog vina u kasno helenistickom Risnu (Crna
Gora)
Rhizon je vjerojatno bio malo grc¢ko naselje, emporij, koji je kasnije uklju¢en u llirsko
kraljevstvo da bi se konac¢no, nakon rimskog osvajanja, razvio u veci rimski grad
Risinium.
lako preliminarna, mozemo iznijeti neka razmatranja o amforama i njihovom odnosu
s ostalom helenistickom keramikom iz Risna i okolice. Statisti¢ki su vrlo dobro
zastupljene amfore iz razdoblja 200. — 50. pr. n. e. Rijetke su starije amfore, kao i
one novijeg datuma.
Na helenistickom zapadu, prijevoz i distribucija italskih amfora bili su usko povezani
s crnopremazanim i ostalim posudem, poput kuhinjske keramike. Suprotno
tome, izvoz amfora na talijansko jadransko podrudje nije bio pracen masivnom
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proizvodnjom keramike za konzumaciju vina. Bududi da je njihova distribucija
bila usmjerena na isto¢na trzista, koja su stolje¢ima bila dobro snabdjevena ovim
posudem, vjerojatno nije bilo potrebe za tim, na zapadu tako dobro zastupljenim
proizvodima.

Vecéina amfora izradena je unutar dobro poznatih proizvodnih podrucja i njihova
je datacija vrlo pouzdana. Njihovi su oblici vrlo Cesti i dobro zastupljeni na cijelom
Sredozemlju: uglavhom im je porijeklo talijanska obala Jadrana. Stoga, njihova
datacija ne predstavlja nikakav problem: lako ih je datiratiizmedu 200. i 50. pr. n. e.
Malo je fragmenata koji su nastali prije sredine 2. ili nakon sredine 1. st. pr.n. e. U
tom je razdoblju anti¢ki pomorski promet bio najintenzivniji, o ¢emu govori i koli¢ina
poznatih brodoloma. Brojni podvodni nalazi duz Jadrana, upotpunjeni podacima s
obalnih lokaliteta poput Risna, koji se nalazi na povlastenom geografskom i lu¢kom
poloZaju, pokazuju intenzitet ovih trgovackih odnosa.

Proucavanje amfora iz Risna smjesta ih u trgovacki, ali i povijesno-vojni okvir
Jadrana u helenistickom razdoblju.

A set of Greek loom weights from Stari Grad on the island of Hvar

Textiles are rarely preserved in archaeological contexts, and indirect evidence of
their existence is more often used to determine relevant information about the
advancement and the extent of production, but also the social, economic and other
cultural implications that can be inferred from the objects used to produce textiles.
One of the most numerous indicators of the production of different types of textiles
are ceramic weights for vertical looms. On this occasion, a group of 48 Greek loom
weights collected during rescue excavations in 1989 at the position of Vukovarska
2 in Stari Grad on the island of Hvar will be presented. The weights were collected
inside a Greek structure, and can be dated on the basis of other artefacts to the
end of the 4™, or the beginning of the 3™ century BCE. Among the loom weights, a
set consisting of 31 pyramidal and conical loom weights with an identical imprint of
a gem depicting the hippocampus is recognized. In addition, pyramidal and discoid
loom weights of various dimensions, some of which contain different markings
in the form of engravings, inscriptions and imprints of gems, were also collected
inside the structure.

Set grekih utega iz Staroga Grada na otoku Hvaru

Tekstil se rijetko sacuva u arheoloskim kontekstima te se ¢eSce koriste indirektni
dokazi kako bi se utvrdile relevantne informacije o rasirenosti i opsegu proizvodnje,
ali i drustvenim, gospodarskim i drugim kulturnim implikacijama koje se mogu
iS¢itati iz predmeta koristenih za izradu tekstila. Jedni od najbrojnijih pokazatelja
proizvodnje razlicitih vrsta tekstila su keramicki utezi za vertikalni tkalacki stan.
Ovom prilikom, predstavit ¢e se grupa od ukupno 48 gr¢kih utega prikupljenih
prilikom zastitnih istrazivanja 1989. godine na poziciji Vukovarska 2 u Starome
Gradu na otoku Hvaru. Utezi su prikupljeni unutar grcke strukture, te se na temelju
pokretnih nalaza mogu datirati u kraj 4., odnosno pocetak 3. st. pr. n. e. Medu
utezima posebno se isti¢e set kojeg Cini 31 piramidalni i koni¢ni uteg s identi¢nim
otiskom geme s prikazom hipokampa. Osim navedenih, zastupljeni su piramidalni i
diskoidni utezi razli¢itih dimenzija, od kojih pojedini sadrze drugacije oznake u vidu
ureza, natpisa i otisaka gema.

Pottery from the Region of Lika in Roman Dalmatia at the Beginning of

the 1st century CE
This analysis will explore the discovery of terra sigillata and thin-walled pottery
dating from the beginning to the middle of the 1st century CE in the region of Lika.
We will examine selected wares from the roadside station at Zuta Lokva and the villa
rustica at Li¢ki Ribnik and contextualise them within historical events. Zuta Lokva was
probably a station near a road mentioned in Itinerarium Antonini Augusti Ad Aquileia
per Liburniam Sisciam (Senia — Avendon — Arrupio — Bibium — Romula — Quadrata
— Siscia). Archaeological excavations revealed a building that had two phases. We
can assume that the construction of the 1t phase (dimensions 23 x 16 m) was built
around the beginning of the 15t centruy CE and probably lasted until its third quarter.
Excavations of the villa rustica at Licki Ribnik is still in progress, but some of the
material shows the presence of Romans from the beginning of the 1st century CE.

Keramika s podrucja Like u rimskoj Dalmaciji pocetkom 1. stolje¢a n. e.

Ovom analizom istraZzit ¢e se terra sigillata i keramika tankih stijenki iz razdoblja
od pocetka do sredine 1. stoljec¢a n. e. na podrucju Like. Proucit ¢emo odabrane
predmete s putne postaje u Zutoj Lokvi i vile rustike u Li¢kom Ribniku te ih
kontekstualizirati unutar povijesnih dogadaja. Zuta Lokva je vjerojatno bila postaja
u blizini ceste koju spominje Itinerarium Antonini Augusti Ad Aquileia per Liburniam
Sisciam (Senia — Avendon — Arrupio — Bibium — Romula — Quadrata - Siscia).
Arheoloskim istrazivanjima otkrivena je gradevina koja je imala dvije faze. Mozemo
pretpostaviti da je gradevina iz 1. faze (dimenzija 23 x 16 m) nastala oko pocetka
1. st. n. e. i vjerojatno trajala do njegove trece Cetvrtine. Iskapanja vile rustike u
Lickom Ribniku jo$ su u tijeku, no dio materijala pokazuje prisutnost Rimljana od
pocetka 1. st. n. e.

Roman Pottery from the Necropolis of Osor (2022 Excavations)

From January to June of 2022 the Department of Land Archaeology of Service
for Archaeological Heritage, Croatian Conservation Institute, conducted a rescue
excavation on the state road D100. Precisely, the section between Osor and
Nerezine. The site is positioned to the west from the bridge that connects the
island of Cres and LoSinj and a canal between them called Kavanela. Roman and
pre-Roman necropolis was situated in that location. In the excavated area of almost
4000 square meters, 202 graves were documented, consisting usually of an urn
with incinerated remains of the deceased and associated grave goods that can be
dated between the age of Augustus to the mid 2nd century. Pottery is the most
numerous among abundant finds and is a subject of this study. The finds were
documented in better and lesser preserved graves as well as in the layers around
them. The results of the analysis of pottery assemblage are briefly presented,
their provenance, quantitative representation of pottery groups, shapes as well as
their interrelation. Next to the previously published material, new data indicates
a position that Osor held in a wider eastern Adriatic sphere of interest regarding
the economy and trade. The data is mostly in accordance with the known pattern
seen on various Eastern Adriatic sites regardless of their type. The finds were
interpreted through their funeral context in which they had a specific role while a
smaller number from the total amount of graves was emphasized by the presence
or quantity regarding specific pottery groups or shapes. The greatest value to the
new finds is given by their detailed documented find context, mostly absent from
previously published early Imperial finds from Osor, making various valuable data
regarding them irreversibly lost.

Rimska keramika iz nekropole u Osoru (istrazivanja 2022. g.)
Od sije¢nja do lipnja 2022. g. u organizaciji Odjela za kopnenu arheologiju Sluzbe
za arheolosku bastinu Hrvatskog restauratorskog zavoda, provedena su zastitna
istraZivanja na trasi drzavne ceste D100, to¢nije dionici izmedu Osora i Nerezina.
Rije¢ je o poziciji zapadno od mosta koji spaja otoke Cres i LoSinj odnosnho
Kavanele, kanala izmedu njih, gdje je u rimskom vremenu, kao i u razdoblju koje
mu je prethodilo, bila smjeStena nekropola. Na istrazenom dijelu od gotovo 4000
kvadratnih metara zabiljeZena su 202 groba, koji su se naj¢esce sastojali od urne
sa spaljenim ostacima pokojnika, uz priloge koji se mogu datirati od augustovskog
vremena sve do sredine 2. st. Najveci broj bogatih nalaza pripada keramici, koja
je predmet ovoga rada. Zabiljezena je u bolje i nesto loSije saCuvanim grobovima
kao i slojevima uokolo njih. U kraéim crtama su predstavljeni rezultati analize
keramic¢kog materijala odnosno njegova provenijencija, kvantitativna zastupljenost
pojedinih keramickih vrsta i oblika te njihov medusobni odnos. Uz prethodno
poznati materijal, novodobiveni podaci pozicioniraju Osor u Siroj isto¢nojadranskoj
ekonomsko-trgovackoj mreZi kontakata. Oni su uglavhom u skladu s do sada
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poznatim obrascem vidljivim na raznim isto¢nojadranskim lokalitetima neovisno
o njegovom tipu. Nalazi su tumaceni kroz grobni kontekst pronalaska u kojem su
imali odredenu ulogu dok je od cjelokupnog broja grobova nesSto veca pozornost
pridana manjem broju odabranih cjelina, koje se isti¢u zastupljenos$cu ili brojnoscéu
odredenih keramickih vrsta ili oblika. Najvecu vrijednost novom materijalu daje
detaljno dokumentirani kontekst pronalaska, koji je u slu¢aju do sada malobrojno
objavljenih osorskih nalaza iz ranocarskog razdoblja uglavnom izostao, pa su i
brojne informacije vezane uz njih nepovratno izgubljene.

Not only fine wares... preliminary assessment of early Roman Italic kitch-

enware from northern Liburnia (Kvarener region, Croatia)
Import of drinking gear and table ware in the region of northern Liburnia (roughly
corresponding to the Kvarner gulf of the NE Adriatic) can be traced back to the
early Iron Age (Daunian pottery), experiencing an upsurge from the 4" century
BCE with the acquisition of a diverse array of products from various areas of the
Adriatic, but also Mediterranean. While contemporary coarseware is still poorly
known, it seems that locally produced cooking vessels continued to be mostly used
by the local communities of the area.
From the late 15t century BCE onwards a more substantial array of imported, mainly
Italic kitchenware vessels was recognised at multiple sites. In this contribution
this material will be presented from a typological and chronological perspective,
while analysing, when possible, their use within the various sites. Such data will
be contextualised from the standpoint of trade connections but also changing
culinary and other social practices, and in relation with newly established local
pottery production.

Ne samo stolno posude... preliminarni pregled ranorimskoga kuhinjskog

posuda s podrucja sjeverne Liburnije (Kvarner, Hrvatska)
Uvoz posuda za pice i stolnoga posuda na podrucje sjeverne Liburnije (priblizno
regija Kvarnerskoga zaljevu, Sl Jadran) moze se pratiti od ranoga Zeljeznog doba
(daunijska keramika), a procvat dozivljava od 4. st. pr. Kr. uz raznoliki repertoar
proizvoda porijeklom iz raznih podrudja Jadrana, alii Sredozemlja. lako je kronoloski
istovjetna gruba keramika josS uvijek slabo poznata, ¢ini se da su lokalne zajednice
toga podrucja i dalje uglavnom koristile lokalno proizvedeno posude za kuhanje.
Od kasnoga 1. st. pr. Kr. nadalje, na razli¢itim se lokalitetima uocava znacajniji uvoz
uglavnom italskoga posuda za kuhanje i obradu hrane. U ovome ¢e se prilogu taj
materijal predstaviti kroz tipolosku i kronoloSku perspektivu, analizirajuéi, kada
je to moguce, njegovu upotrebu na razliitim lokalitetima. Takvi podaci bit ¢e
kontekstualizirani a aspekta trgovackih veza, ali i promjenjivih kulinarskih i drugih
drustvenih praksi, te u odnosu s novoosnovanom lokalnom proizvodnjom keramike.

Roman painted ceramics in the context of newly discovered finds from the

Delilovac site near Travnik
The site Delilovac is located 4 km from Turba in the direction of Karaula in the Municipality
of Travnik. This locality was first mentioned in the literature in 1931, when a late antique
vault tomb was discovered, in which a glass balsamarium, an iron buckle, two rings, as well
as a yellowish pot with painted geometric decorations were found, and in the immediate
vicinity there is also a famous double basilica from the late antique period, the so-called
basilica gemina. However, the site of Delilovca, more precisely BriZine, where the Roman
object discovered in 2013 is located, has not been mentioned in the literature so far.
Archaeological research took place in two phases, and on that occasion, the remains of
walls from the ancient period, a lot of iron slag, and an abundance of artefacts were found,
most of which were ceramic fragments, among which Roman painted ceramics stand out
due to their abundance and aesthetics. Among the other finds, we should definitely single
out the plate with the depiction of the Danubian horseman cult, which is the first trace of an
ancient cult on a bronze base in Bosnia and Herzegovina, roughly dated to the 3rd century
BCE, and the goddess as the central figure of the cult is shown with two twigs in her hands,
an attribute that is not recorded on any other depiction of this cult.
Specimens of painted pottery from this site are made of finely purified whitish and pale
yellow clay, with light brown and reddish geometric ornaments, among which some
specimens were made without excessive attention, while others represent true works of
art. This group of ceramics also includes whitish ceramics of fine workmanship but without
decorations. According to previous research, this is the site where the largest number of
fragments of Roman painted ceramics, approximately a hundred of them, were found.
This type of pottery is, as can be seen from previous research, most common in
central Bosnia: PutiCevo near Travnik, llidza near Sarajevo, Kalinovik, Turbe, Delilovac,
Bugojno, Doboj, Putovié¢i and Karaula near Kakanj, TiSina near Zenica and a few more
unpublished examples from llidza near Sarajevo, while in Herzegovina it occurs only
in Capljina. Outside of Bosnia and Herzegovina, this type of pottery was found in
Lower Pannonia, in Sirmium and Cibale, and in Montenegro in Komin and Duklja. The
abundance of this pottery in the area of central Bosnia is unusual, i.e. why did the
inhabitants of these regions use painted pottery to such an extent, and where was
it made? Until now, this ceramic was usually attributed to the use in the funeral cult,
however, in the mentioned sites from central Bosnia, it is mostly found in settlement
complexes, and it should be tied to that context, and more such finds can be expected
in future research. The origin of this pottery has remained unclear to this day, but
we can state with some amount of certainty that its origin should be linked to the
Pannonian cultural area, which is certainly confirmed by other finds from our site, and
it is to be expected that future research at the Delilovac site will finally resolve all
dilemmas about the origin of this type of pottery.
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Rimska slikana keramika u kontekstu novootkrivenih nalaza sa lokaliteta

Delilovac kod Travnika
Lokalitet Delilovac se nalazi 4 km od mjesta Turbe u pravcu Karaule u Opéini
Travnik. Ovaj lokalitet se u literaturi prvi put spominje 1931. godine kada je otkrivena
kasnoanticka grobnica na svod, u kojoj je pronaden stakleni balzamarij, zeljezna
kopca, dva prstena, kaoilonci¢ Zuékaste boje sa naslikanim geometrijskim ukrasima,
a u neposrednoj blizini nalazi se i poznata dvojna bazilika iz kasnoanti¢kog perioda,
tzv. basilica gemina. Medutim, lokalitet Delilovca, uZe oznake BriZine, na kojem je
smjesten rimski objekt otkriven 2013. godine, do sada u literaturi nije spomenut.
Arheoloska istrazivanja su se odvijala u dvije faze, i tom prilikom su pronadeni
ostaci zidova iz antickog perioda, mnostvo Zeljezne troske, te obilje pokretnog
arheolo$Skog materijala, od ¢ega najviSe keramickih fragmenata, medu kojima se
svojom brojnosScu i estetskim dometom posebno izdvaja rimska slikana keramika.
Od ostalih nalaza svakako treba izdvojiti plocicu sa prikazom kulta dunavskog
konjanika, koja predstavlja prvi trag nekog antickog kulta na bronc¢anoj podlozi
u Bosni i Hercegovini, okvirno datirana u 3. st. pr. n. e., a boginja kao centralna
licnost kulta je prikazana sa dvije grancice koje drzi u rukama, atributom kakav nije
zabiljezen ni na jednom drugom prikazu ovog kulta.
Primjerci slikane keramike sa ovog lokaliteta su izradeni od fino prociséene
bjelicaste i blijedozute gline, sa svijetlosmedim i crvenkastim geometrijskim
ornametima, medu kojima su pojedini primjerci izradeni bez pretjerane paznje, dok
drugi predstavljaju prava umjetnicka djela. Ovoj grupi keramike pripada i bjeli¢asta
keramika fine izrade ali bez ukrasa. Ovo je, prema dosadas$njim istrazivanjima,
lokalitet gdje je pronaden najveci broj fragmenata rimske slikane keramike, njih
priblizno stotinu.
Ova vrsta keramike je, kako je vidljivo iz dosadasnjih istrazivanja, najvise zastupljena
na prostoru centralne Bosne: Puti¢evo kod Travnika, llidza kod Sarajeva, Kalinovik,
Turbe, Delilovac, Bugojno, Doboj, Putovici i Karaula kod Kaknja, TiSina kod Zenice
te jo$ nekoliko neobjavljenih primjeraka sa llidze kod Sarajeva, dok se u Hercegovini
ona javlja samo u Capljini. I1zvan Bosne i Hercegovine ova vrsta keramike je
pronadena u Donjoj Panoniji, u Sirmiumu i Cibalama, te u Crnoj Gori u Kominu i
Duklji. Neobi¢na je brojnost ove keramike na prostoru centralne Bosne, tj. zasto su
stanovnici ovih krajeva u ovolikoj mjeri upotrebljavali slikanu keramiku, te gdje je
ista izradivana? Do sada se ovoj keramici obi¢no pripisivala upotreba u pogrebnom
kultu, medutim na spomenutim lokalitetima iz centralne Bosne ona se uglavhom
nalazi u naseobinskim kompleksima, te je za taj kontekst treba i vezati, a buduéim
se istrazivanjima moze ocekivati joS ovakvih nalaza. Porijeklo ove keramike je
do danas ostalo nerazjasnjeno, ali mozemo sa odredenom dozom sigurnos$céu
konstatirati da njeno porijeklo treba vezati za panonski kulturni krug, Sto svakako
potvrduju i ostali nalazi sa naSeg lokaliteta, a za o¢ekivati je da ¢e upravo buduca
istrazivanja na lokalitetu Delilovac konacno rijesiti sve dileme o porijeklu ove vrste
keramike.
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
