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Pogrebni obicaji i drustvo kasnog bron¢anog doba
na jugu Karpatske kotline naziv je uspostavnog
projekta Hrvatske zaklade za znanost (UIP 11-2013
-5327), koji se provodio od 2014. do 2017. godine.

U sklopu projekta provedene su kombinirane arhe-
oloske, antropoloske, arheozooloske i radiokarbon-
ske analize na nekoliko groblja s podrucja sjeverne
Hrvatske. Rijec je o grobljima koja se istrazuju od
2008. godine do danas.

Osnovni podaci prikupljeni arheoloskim
iskopavanjem i analizama, kao i antropoloski, arheo-
zooloski te podaci o apsolutnom datiranju planirani
su biti predstavljeni javnosti u bazi podataka na
mreznim stranicama projekta. Prema preporuci sav-
jetnika nasega projektnog tima, donesena je odluka
o publiciranju temeljnih podataka prema pojedinim
nalaziStima u zasebnim svescima radi trajnosti
dostupnosti podataka.

Razlozi za pojedinacne objave su visestruki
i rezultat su trogodisnjeg rada na projektu.
Geografski polozaj svakoga groblja je u razlic¢itim
dijelovima sjeverne Hrvatske, odnosno pripadaju
razli¢itim regionalnim komunikacijskim pravcima
koje su u prapovijesti ¢inile nizine uz velike rijeke —
Dunav, Dravu i Savu. Svako pojedino groblje, prema
kronoloskom poloZaju u kasnom broncanom
dobu, pripada razli¢itim stupnjevima pa se svako
razmatra najprije kao zaseban primjer, zatim
ukljuceno u istodobnu komunikacijsku mrezu u
vremenu kada je datirano, a tek potom u kronolos-
kom slijedu i dinamici promjena pogrebnih obicaja
unutar kasnoga bronc¢anog doba.

Ovakvim nac¢inom publiciranja zaintere-
siranoj javnosti predstavljaju se osnovni podaci,
kao i rezultati analiza uz metode i protokol prema
kojima su istrazivanja bila provedena, a koji se
ovakvim na¢inom mogu egzaktno provjeriti
i valorizirati.

Groblje Slatina, smjesteno u nizini uz Dravu
te datirano u kraj Ha A1 i tijekom Ha A2 stupnja
prema tipokronoloskoj analizi, odnosno u prvu po-
lovicu 11. st. pr. Kr. prema radiokarbonskoj analizi,
prvo je u nizu koje je predstavljeno u nizu svezaka
Pogrebni obicaji i drustvo kasnog bron¢anog doba
na jugu Karpatske kotline u seriji Monografija
Instituta za arheologiju u Zagrebu. Izdavac je
Institut za arheologiju u Zagrebu, gdje se spomenu-
ti projekt provodi. Nakon ovoga sveska, slijedit ¢e
jo$ tri s rezultatima analiza groblja u Dolini, Batini
i Poljani KriZevackoj 2.

PREDGOVOR

Late Bronze Age mortuary practices and societies
in the southern Carpathian Basin is the name of
the installation research project of the Croatian
Science Foundation (IRP 11-2013-5327) that has
been active from 2014 to 2017. The project included
combined archaeological, anthropological, archae-
ozoological and radiocarbon analyses at several
cemeteries in northern Croatia. Those cemeteries
have been researched since 2008.

The basic information collected by archae-
ological excavations and analyses, as well as
anthropological, archaeozoological and absolute
dating data, were to be presented to the public as
a database on the project website. Following the
recommendation of our project team advisors, it
has been decided to publish the basic data by site
in separate volumes, so that the data are perma-
nently available.

There are several reasons for this decision,
which all resulted from the three-year work on
the project. Each cemetery is located in a different
area of northern Croatia and belongs to a different
regional prehistoric communication route along
the river plains of the Danube, Drava and Sava.
Considering their chronology within the Late
Bronze Age, each cemetery belongs to different
phases. Therefore, each one is first considered as
a separate example, then within the contemporary
communication network of its dating period, and
finally within the chronological order and pace of
changes in Late Bronze Age mortuary practices.

This manner of publication provides the
public with basic information and results of analy-
ses, along with the methods and protocol used for
the research, so they can be precisely verified and
valued.

The Slatina cemetery, lying in the Drava
valley and dated to the end of Ha A1 and the Ha A2
phase by the typo-chronological analysis and
to the first half of the 11" century BC by the radio-
carbon analysis, is the first cemetery presented in
the volume series Late Bronze Age mortuary prac-
tices and societies in the southern Carpathian Basin
under the Monographiae Instituti archaeologici
in Zagreb. Publisher is Institute of Archaeology,
which undertook the project. This volume will be
followed by another three volumes with the results
of the analyses of cemeteries in Dolina, Batina and
Poljana Krizevacka 2.
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
